All 4WD
vehicles require a system to transfer power from the transmission to both
front and rear wheels. 4Runner’s transfer case has two gear ranges: high
and low. Low range is used for extreme low-speed off-road conditions.

Locking Rear Differential

To help you negotiate uncertain terrain, 4Runner Trail has an electronically
controlled locking rear differential that distributes engine power evenly
to both rear wheels, so they move at the same speed, even if one is off
the ground. It also ensures a predictable output to help you maintain a
controlled pace over obstacles.

Crawl Control' (cRAWL) and Multi-terrain Select

For specific off-road conditions, 4Runner Trail has two driver-selectable
features that help you negotiate off-road obstacles with controlled-speed
maneuvers. Crawl Control modulates the electronic throttle and brakes to
help maintain one of three set speeds. For better off-road performance
and traction, Multi-terrain Select lets you choose from four terrain modes:
“Mud and Sand;” “Loose Rock,” “Mogul” or “Rock?’

Available Downhill Assist Control (DAC) helps provide a controlled
descent on steep inclines. It sets a target vehicle speed of approximately 2-4 mph
and helps maintain that speed by signaling the brakes to modulate automatically.
